Common Questions And Answers About Tithing:

1. Isn’t tithing an Old Testament not a New Testament teaching?

NO! Jesus said we should give 10% in Matthew 23:23.

Please note: If you prefer you can use the only other giving percentage Jesus asked for:  Mark 10:21

2. What is a tithe?

Tithe means “10%”. For quick math a tithe is 2.00 per week in the offering plate for every 1000.00 per year I make in salary.

3. What is the storehouse?

In the time of Malachi, it was the temple.  Today your storehouse would be the local church.

4. What if I give to other needs and ministries.

That is what “offerings” are for.  Biblically, your full 10% should go to your church (the storehouse).

5. Do I tithe on my “gross” or my “net”?

That depends do you want gross or net blessings?  Scripture would teach that you give at least 10% of everything you make.  

6. Can I give more than 10%.

Only if you want even bigger blessings!  The examples of giving we have in the Old and New Testaments almost always gave more than 10%.
